How many subject s do you need to
complete the research on stem cell
therapy, and how many subject s do
you currently have in your study?

We have studied 150 subjects for a
feasibility, safety study - now complet-
ed. We are planning a randomized,
placebo controlled study in 120 children
to be opened in the next few months.

Is Duke’s study the only approved
trial, and who funds it?

To my knowledge, it's the only
approved trial. It is funded by a
Foundation, unrelated to CP or cord
blood banking.

Why is the “smell of creamed corn”
on the child’ s breath during stem
cell injection an indicator that the
stem cells are in the body? What
causes this reaction in the body?

This is caused by excretion of
DMSO, the cryoprotectant that is used
to freeze the cells.

Are there any conclusive studies, in
the U.S. or elsewhere, that proves
stem cell therapy is effective in
repairing brain damage in children
with cerebral p alsy?
